








Conclusion

ECA recognises the potential of Evidence-Based Training as a positive evolution in pilot
training, and supports its continued development under the right conditions. However,
ECA does not fully endorse EBT as it currently stands.

ECA's position is clear: EBT programmes must be underpinned by clearly defined
competencies and indicators, supported by data-driven evidence, and delivered by
properly trained instructors under competent and harmonised CAAs oversight. Given the
current non-uniform implementation of EBT across the EU, any extension to other
training areas — including type rating — is premature. A harmonised, well-evidenced, and
trust-based approach is a prerequisite, not an option.
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
